a. emergency go bags

b. cell phone, FRS and ham radios & their chargers

c. ID & money

d. computer backup / laptop

e. important documents, family photos, irreplaceable items

f. pictures & art on walls

3. PETS
a. cat in carrier / dog in car w/ collar & leash and their emergency go bags
4. TO DO:

a. bring fire clothes (cotton clothes, leather gloves, goggles, solid shoes, breathing mask, head covering, headlamp)

b. close all windows and interior and exterior doors 

c. open all curtains and blinds

d. move furniture away from windows 

e. move deck items (including welcome mats) away from house

f. turn all lights on
TO DO (continued):

g. open fireplace dampers and close fire screens

h. turn the a/c or heat off
i. place extension ladders in front of house
j. check that all hoses are connected with gun nozzles

k. foam or gel house, trees, wooden decks, exposed eaves, etc. 

l. turn off propane tank 
m. place signage directing firefighters to any water sources on property (pool, spa, storage tanks)
